Adopted and signed by the NSC-STMCom at its eighth (8*) regular meeting on 24 May 2023.

WHEREAS, Section 3 of Republic Act No. 10697 or the Strategic Trade Management Act (STMA)
states that the following activities shall be subject to an authorization issued by the Department of
Irade and Industry — Strategic Trade Management Office (DTI-STMO): export, import, transit
transshipment, re-export, and the reassignment of strategic goods, and the provision of related

SOTVICeS

WHEREAS, Section 4 of the STMA stales that the National Strategic Goods List (NSCL) shall
describe with specificity the strategic goods subject to authorization and shall be in conformity with
international commitments and nonproliferation obligations pursuant to bilateral and multilateral

treaties, international conventions, and international nonproliferation regimes.

WHEREAS, Section 4 of the STMA provides that the NSGL shall consist of three (3) annexes
Military Goods (Annex 1), Dual-Use Goods {Annex 2), and Nationally Controlled Goods (Annex

3).

WHEREAS, the NSGL preface provides that items under Annexes 1 and 2, subject Lo licensing by
other government agencies, will continue to be regulated by them and shall not be handled by the

S5TMO.

WHEREAS, Section 6, Rule IV of the STMA Implementing Rules and Regulations enumerated risk

assessment criteria that need to be considered in assessing license applications. These grounds may

result in the refusal to issue/grant authorization

WHEREAS, Section 6 of the STMA creates the National Security Council — Strategic Trade
Management Committee (NSC-STMCom) composed (1) Executive Secretary as Chairperson,
(2) the Secretary of Trade and Industry as the Vice-Chairperson, and the Secretary of Foreign
Affairs; (4) the Secretary of Justice; (5) the Secretary of National Defense; (6) the Secretary of the
Interior and Local Government; (7) the Secretary of Finance; (8) the Secretary of Transportation; (9)
the National Security Advisor; (10} the Secretary of Environment and Natural Resources; (11) the
Secretary of Science and Technology; (12) the Secretary of Agriculture; (13) the Secre of Health;
and (14) the Secretary of Information and Communications Technology as Members.

WHEREAS, Section 7 of th MA provides that the NSC-STMCom has the powers and functions
to establish, publish, review and update the NSGL and formulate and adopt strategies, policies,
and guidelines for the effective implementation of the STMA

WHEREAS, Section 9 (¢) of the STMA mandates that the DTI-STMO shall establish and maintain a
comprehensive database information system on strategic goods and on persons engaged in the

trade of strategic goods and the provision of related services
